Reading books are regularly assigned 

for your child to read on Reading Eggs.

Our class book this term is ‘On the Way 

Home’. Many of our English lessons this 

term will link to this story, including using 

adjectives to describe the main characters 

and learning to use prepositions of time and 

place.  

In writing we will be focusing on a range of 

different text types, including letters, 

instructions and recounts. Please support 

your child to continue to practise developing 

their joined handwriting style, using Letter 

join. They have all been making a great 

effort with this. 

 

Maths: This term we will begin by learning 

about multiplication and division. We will 

focus on making, adding and sharing equal 

groups. Also, making arrays and doubles. 

The children will explore fractions, where 

they will learn to find halves and quarters 

of objects, shapes or quantities. They will 

learn to describe position, direction and 

movement, including whole, half, quarter 

and three-quarter turns. The children will 

continue to develop their understanding of 

place value this term, by focusing on 

numbers up to 100. In addition, the 

children will be learning to recognise and 

count coins. Finally, the children will focus 

on time. They will be introduced to key 

vocabulary related to time and use before, 

after, today, yesterday and tomorrow to 

describe sort and order events. The 

children will be taught to read and write 

the time to the hour and half hour and to 

compare different times. They will also 

learn about the days of the week and 

months of the year
