Sustainable Development Goals
Throughout the term we will be looking at how we can help the world achieve the UN’s SDGs. This term we will focus on goals 7 and 9. We will reflect on how our learning can have an impact on the wider world.
PE
Our PE this half term is Athletics, which is on a Wednesday. We will continue to complete our mile run on Mondays and Thursdays.
RE
In our RE lessons, we will be exploring and comparing how people practice their faiths through music. We will explore the importance of music in our lives.
Topic
